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CURRENT EPIDEMIOLOGY OF POLIO IN PAKISTAN

As of the 28th September, a total of thirty nine wild poliovirus
(WPV) cases (36 type-1, 2 type-3 and 1 mixed type-1 & type-3)
have been reported from twenty three districts/tribal agencies
in 2012. Moreover WPV-1 has also been isolated from 59 out
of 146 environmental samples (of the available results) col-
lected from large urban populations in four major provinces
indicating the continued widespread circulation of wild poliovi-
rus in year 2012.

Eleven polio cases in 2012 had date of onset of paralysis in
January, three in February, one each in March and April, six in
May, two in June, five in July, eight in August and two in Sep-
tember.

The genetic data of the polio cases in 2012 so far indicates that
one genetic cluster of WPV-1 (A3D2B) is present in all the
4 major provinces and most dominant both in AFP and en-
vironmental samples. Maximum biodiversity of the WPV-1
is in FATA and KP.

Key characteristics of polio cases in 2012 so far:

- Twenty five polio cases are younger than two years. Me-
dian age of confirmed polio cases is 13 months.

- Based on recall of parents: a) median number of OPV
doses received by the polio cases is 3 in the areas with
no access issues and zero (0) for areas with major ac-
cess issues in FATA; b) fourteen did not receive any OPV
dose (through routine vaccination and / or campaigns); c)
three cases received 1-3 OPV doses; d) four cases re-
ceived 4-6 OPV doses; €) nine received seven or more
OPV doses; and f) Twenty three did not receive any rou-
tine OPV dose. Three cases missed OPV doses due to
refusal of the family.

The available epidemiological and genetic data reflect an as-
sociation of the recent cases with the wild poliovirus transmis-
sion in FATA and that this virus is straddling in tribal areas
bordering with Afghanistan.

- There are three places in Pakistan where the polio virus
has sanctuaries most firmly established: Gaddap in Kara-
chi (particularly Union Council 4); Khyber Agency in
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FATA; and Pishin, in Balochistan. The virus is surviving in
these sanctuaries because a large number of children are
repeatedly missed in several campaigns. Stopping trans-
mission requires a sharp focus on reaching these missed
children.
The recent floods in Sindh and Balochistan have increased
the risk of WPV outbreaks in the affected areas and high
quality vaccination campaigns is the only solution to mini-
mize this risk.

September 2012 SNIDs

The Third Sub-National Immunization Days (SNIDs) have been conducted so far in 85 out of the 89
planned districts. While SNIDs in Jaffarabad and Nasirabad districts in Balochistan (target children:
0.28 million) are postponed due to heavy rains and floods and are yet to be conducted. Moreover, the
campaign has not been conducted in North Waziristan and most areas of the South Waziristan
(target children: 0.2 million) in FATA due to ban on vaccination by some local elements.

Senator Ms. Rubina Khalid (KP) inaugurating SNIDs September Speaker Assembly Balochistan inaugurating SNIDs September 2012

Senator Ms. Robina Khalid kicked off the campaign in Peshawar district of Khyber Pakhtunkhwa. In
Punjab the SNIDs were inaugurated in Lahore by the Special Assistant to Chief Minster on Health Mr.
Khawaja Salman Rafiq. The Speaker Balochistan Assembly inaugurated the campaign in Lasbella.

Lot Quality Assurance Sampling (LQAS) and Market Survey has been conducted following the Sep-
tember SNIDs 2012. LQAS results indicate that among the total 57 lots assessed, 34 (60%) were not
rejected for 95%, 12 (21%) were rejected for 95% each in districts Faisalabad in Punjab; Kohat, Lakki
Marwat and Nowshera in KP; ICT in Islamabad; Chaghi, Kalat, Lasbela, Nushki and Pishin while two
lots in Quetta. 6 (11%) were rejected for 90% in district Lakki Marwat in KP, Mohmand Agency in
FATA,; each in Killa Saifullah and Pishin while two lots in Killa Abdullah. 5 (9%) were rejected for 80%
in Agency Bajour in FATA; two lots each in district Killa Abdullah and Pishin in Balochistan.
