IHR Temporary Recommendations for all 'exporting countries’
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Exporting Countries

- Pakistan, Cameroon, Syria
- should vaccinate all travelers

- 1 dose, 4 weeks to 12 months prior to travel

Infected Countries

-Afghanistan, Nigeria, Eq Guinea, Ethiopia,
Iraq, Israel (and now Somalia)

- consider vaccination of all travellers

- next meeting end-July 2014
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Pobio-related travel restrictions

Stopping outbreaks...

Middle East - Phase Il Outbreak Response
- complicated by Iraqg situation

Central Africa - Coordinated Response Plan
- potential surveillance gaps

Horn of Africa - residual nomad case

New outbreaks - new protocol: zonal approach,
advocacy, coord, 1 month assess



Eliminating international spread...
